HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE

Hazardous household chemicals should never be thrown away with your regular
garbage or poured into drain. Household hazardous chemicals should be brought to
the Household Chemical Day held by the County. Qualifying items are: bleaches,
varnishes, stains, swimming pool chemicals, fire starting liquids or kerosene,
pesticides, car batteries, used car tires (maximum 10), waxes and polishes;
photographic chemicals; wood preservatives; septic tank cleaners, TV’s and computer
monitors.
