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PRESENTATION — Beautify Bronxville Week

Bronxville Beautification Council (BBC) President George McKinnis spoke about the
activities planned for Bronxville Beautification Week which Mayor Marvin has designated as
April 21-27. He said Bronxville Beautification Week used to occur every year but there was a
hiatus for five years. The BBC decided to reinstate it this year. It was organized by Alice Pollin
for many years and they are attempting to do it the way Ms. Pollin used to do it. Mr. McKinnis
said Almstead, a local tree care company, is donating a number of hardwood trees to the Village.
He said they are hoping to be able to install some trees along the north side of Village Hall on
Midland Avenue, but to do that, the Village will have to move the sidewalk to accommodate the
trees.

Joy Kilbourn, Co-Chair of Bronxville Beautification Week along with Kathy Gray, spoke
about some of the other events planned. She said the highlight of beautification week will be
poetry readings about spring and nature at the Bronxville Library on April 22" On April 28™ the
Boy Scouts will be doing a clean sweep through the Village. For the first time this year they will
be adding hanging baskets on 20 lamp posts, mostly on Pondfield Road and Park Place.

PRESENTATION — Sheryl Donner — Concordia College

Sheryl Donner, Director of Community Relations for Concordia College, said they
welcome the support they get from the Village. She said the big highlight this year was
celebrating Concordia’s 125™ anniversary. She highlighted some of the programs the college is
offering. She said the big highlight was the opening of the Donald A. Krenz Academic Center
which houses the OSilas Art Gallery and the George M. Yeager collection of autographs of
America’s foremost businessmen.

The regular meeting was recessed at 8:28 PM to go to a public hearing, and reopened at
8:55 PM.

MAYOR'S REPORT

Because of the length of the agenda, Mayor Marvin said she and the Trustees will give
their yearly reports, traditionally done at the April meeting, at the May meeting because that
agenda appears much lighter.

Since this is the first meeting since the election, Mayor Marvin thanked everyone for
allowing her to continue as their Mayor.

As to our three major initiatives, Mayor Marvin noted that she discussed this year’s
budget during the public hearing and said she will speak to the renovation when we address the
capital project amendments later in the meeting.
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Mayor Marvin reported that the Board of Assessment Review completed their work and
our new tax roll was filed on time on April 1*. 180 residential grievances were filed and 110
commercial. Of the 180 residential grievances 90 were reduced by approximately $19 million or
6/10th of 1% of the total tax roll, and the other 90 were denied by the Board. Ofthe 110
commercial grievances, 108 were denied. All resulting in a net taxable total assessment for the
Village of $3.106 billion. This process further refined and equalized the roll and next year’s roll
will further purify the data. Mayor Marvin extended thanks to Mr. lagallo and the Board of
Assessment Review who spent dozens of hours reviewing all these grievances — Lisa Connors,
Christina Eldridge, Steve Howard, Bill Staudt, John Hill and Bob Shearer.

The Mayor announced that on May 21, from 7 to 9 p.m. here in the Yeager Room, we will
have an Assessment meeting, recapping the entire process and most importantly discussing how
we plan to maintain the equity in the roll going forward. Eugenia Flynn and Salim Serdah, our
project directors from Cole Layer Trumble, will be there along with David Wilkes, our tax
attorney, and Mr. lagallo, our assessing consultant.

In other Village news, Mayor Marvin said we will be having our next Citizens Advisory
Committee meeting on May 2™. She said we’re trying to organize a Village-wide email system
so we can reach residents instantaneously with information and they can reach us with ideas,
concerns at the same time.

In response to a gentleman who came to last month’s meeting reporting the theft of a
second car at the Upper Kensington lot, Mayor Marvin said that we have made sure all the light
fixtures contain the maximum 400 watt bulbs and the DPW has lowered some of the stantions so
the light will disperse even further into the lot. The police have also increased patrols in the area.

Mayor Marvin said we are gearing up once again for our Memorial Day parade so if
anyone has any ideas for groups or music to enhance the parade, please call Village Hall.

Mayor Marvin said the highlight of her month was being invited to speak to the 9™ grade
at the Bronxville School during their leadership unit. Based on their level of intelligence, curiosity

and respectful attitude citizens should be very proud of our students, and their school.

Mayor Marvin announced that Mary Rienzi, who has served for 20 years as secretary to
the Mayor and Village Administrator, is retiring.

TRUSTEE REPORTS

Regarding police matters, Deputy Mayor Bellitto said tomorrow morning we will have the
first meeting of the labor committee. He said Trustee Poorman has agreed to continue her active
involvement with the business parking issues. He said we will be having a conference call with
Chance Management, one of the parking consultants. Some members of the Citizens Parking
Committee will join them on that conference call. Lastly, Parking Commissioner Murphy took
them on a tour of downtown to look at parking.
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Trustee Poorman thanked Mr. Murphy for taking them on the tour. On the Chamber of
Commerce side, she reminded people about the sidewalk sale on June 9™,

RESOLUTION — Scheduling Public Hearing — New Parking Regulation on Hemlock Road at
Midland Avenue

Police Chief Downey stated that in an effort to ensure the orderly flow of vehicular traffic,
and that emergency vehicles have easy access to Hemlock Road from Midland Avenue, he was
submitting the following addition to Article IX, Section 290-28-A of the Code of the Village of
Bronxuville.

On motion of Trustee Bellitto, seconded by Trustee Poorman, the following resolution
was unanimously adopted:

WHEREAS, in an effort to ensure the orderly flow of vehicular traffic, and that
emergency vehicles have easy to access to Hemlock Road from Midland Avenue,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees hereby sets a public hearing on Monday,
May 14, 2007 at 8:00 p.m. to consider an Amendment to the Code of the Village of
Bronxville, Chapter 290, Vehicles and Traffic, to prohibit parking on Hemlock Road on
the south side, from the east curbline of Midland Avenue to a point 62 feet easterly
therefrom, and on the north side, from the east curbline of Midland Avenue to a point 62
feet easterly therefrom.

RESOLUTION — Scheduling Public Hearing — Local Law — Professional Fees

On motion of Trustee Barton, seconded by Trustee Underhill, the following resolution
was unanimously adopted:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees hereby sets a public hearing on Monday,
May 14, 2007 at 8:00 p.m. for a proposed Local Law entitled “A Local Law to revise the
Zoning Law of the Village of Bronxville, New York, by adding new Article X entitled,
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‘Professional Consultation Fees’, and to amend and recodify other affected provisions
within the Zoning Law.”

RESOLUTION — Declaring Arbor Day as Friday, April 27

On motion of Trustee Bellitto, seconded by Trustee Barton, the following resolution was
unanimously adopted:

WHEREAS, in 1872 Arbor Day was first observed with the planting of more than a
million trees in Nebraska, and

WHEREAS, Arbor Day is now observed throughout the Nation and World, and

WHEREAS, trees in our Village beautify our community and are a renewable resource
and provide many environmental benefits;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees hereby proclaims
Friday, April 287 20067as Arbor Day in the Village of Bronxville and urges all its citizens
to celebrate Arbor Day and to support every effort to protect our trees and woodlands.

RESOLUTION — Setting Public Meeting — Annual Storm Water Management Plan

On motion of Trustee Barton, seconded by Trustee Poorman, the following resolution was
unanimously adopted:

WHEREAS, in accordance with the regulations of the New York State Department of
Environmental Conservation the Village of Bronxville has filed a Storm Water
Management Plan in 2003, and

WHEREAS, the Village is required to hold an annual meeting with regards to this plan;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees hereby sets a public
meeting on this matter for Monday, May 14, 2007 at 8:00 p.m.

RESOLUTION — Scheduling Public Hearing — Local Law — Sidewalks

On motion of Trustee Barton, seconded by Trustee Poorman, the following resolution was
unanimously adopted:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees hereby sets a public hearing to be held
Monday, May 14, 2007 at 8:00 p.m. on an amendment to the Village’s Streets and
Sidewalks Law to require the owner of any property to keep all abutting or adjoining
sidewalks in reasonably good and safe repair and to be responsible for all necessary
preventative and corrective maintenance.
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RESOLUTION — Authorizing Traffic Study

On motion of Trustee Bellitto, seconded by Trustee Underhill, the following resolution
was unanimously adopted:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Bronxville Board of Trustees authorizes the Mayor
to sign an agreement with Frederick P. Clark Associates, Inc. of Rye, New York, a
Planning/Development/Environment/Transportation firm to conduct a Traffic Impact
Analysis for the Gramatan Avenue—Pondfield Road—Midland Avenue—Kraft Avenue sector
of the Village with a scope of services and fee schedule as outlined in the attached
proposal. The overall cost of the program is not to exceed $15,000.

RESOLUTION — Local Law No. 1 - 2007 — Stormwater — lllegal Discharge and Illicit
Connections

Board members agreed to the following changes to proposed Local Law 1 - 2007 that
were suggested during the public hearing earlier:

Add the word “e-mail” to § 256.23. Notification of spills.
Add the definition of Watercourse to § 256-2. Definitions.

On motion of Trustee Bellitto, seconded by Trustee Barton, the following resolution was
unanimously adopted:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Bronxville hereby enacts
Local Law No. 1 - 2007 entitled “A Local Law to establish regulations of non-stormwater
discharges to the storm drainage system by adding new Chapter 256 entitled, ‘Stormwater

— Illegal Discharge and Illicit Connections’,” a copy of which is attached hereto as if fully
set forth herein, as amended.

RESOLUTION — Local Law No. 2 - 2007 — Stormwater — Management Erosion and Sediment
Control

On motion of Trustee Poorman, seconded by Trustee Bellitto, the following resolution
was unanimously adopted:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Bronxville hereby enacts
Local Law No. 2 - 2007 entitled “A Local Law to establish minimum stormwater
management requirements and controls by adding new Chapter 257 entitled, ‘Stormwater
— Management and Erosion and Sediment Control’,” a copy of which is attached hereto as
if fully set forth herein.

RESOLUTION — Capital Project Authorization
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In conjunction with the previous resolution authorizing the Mayor to sign an agreement
with Frederick P. Clark Associates to conduct a traffic study for a fee not to exceed $15,000,
Village Treasurer Fels requested that the following resolution be adopted. He said this project
will be financed in conjunction with the Village’s 2007/2008 Capital Budget.

On motion of Trustee Barton, seconded by Trustee Bellitto, the following resolution was
unanimously adopted:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees authorize the Treasurer to create the
following capital project to fund the previously mentioned traffic study:

Village Traffic Study (Project # 20062007-0043-3320) $15,000.00

RESOLUTION — Close Out Capital Projects

Village Treasurer Fels stated that in preparation for the Village’s 2007/2008 Capital
Budget, he has reviewed the existing list of outstanding capital projects. Mr. Fels recommended
that the following projects be closed out to reflect amendments to the Village’s capital budget:

Central Garage Roof Reconstruction & Design ~ #BN099601-9718-1640 $ 15,000
Central Garage Roof Reconstruction #BN979801-9814-1640 70,000
Library Roof Repair #20062007-0010-7410 5,000
Acquisition of Full Size Dump Truck #20062007-0032-5110 142,000

Community Plan #20062007-0008-8020 15,000

Total $257.000

As these projects were funded from the proceeds of debt, Treasurer Fels advised that NYS
Local Finance Law requires the Village to use these funds for debt service payments only.
Accordingly, he requested that the following resolution be approved.

On motion of Trustee Bellitto, seconded by Trustee Poorman, the following resolution
was unanimously adopted:

BE IT RESOLVED the Board of Trustees authorizes the Village Treasurer to close the
six previously discussed capital projects totaling $257,000 and transfer those funds from
the Village’s Capital Projects Fund to the Village’s General Fund to reduce the cost of
debt service in the 2006/2007 fiscal year.

RESOLUTION — 2006/2007 Budget Amendment

Village Treasurer Fels stated that as part of the plan to fund the Village Hall renovation,
we will need to transfer $400,000 from the Village’s General Fund balance. Of this amount,
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$300,000 has been designated from the fund balance for future Village improvements. As such,
he requested that the following budget amendment be approved.

On motion of Trustee Barton, seconded by Trustee Poorman, the following resolution was
unanimously adopted:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees authorizes the Village Treasurer to
appropriate $400,000 of the General Fund Balance (total fund balance at May 31, 2006
was $1,754,828) and transfer that amount to the Village’s Capital Projects Fund, as

follows:
Increase A.599000 Appropriated Fund Balance $400,000
Increase A.9550900 Transfer to Capital Projects 400,000

RESOLUTION — 2006/2007 Budget Transfer

In conjunction with the Village Hall Renovation project, Village Treasurer Fels requested
that the following budget transfer be approved:

On motion of Trustee Underhill, seconded by Trustee Bellitto, the following resolution
was unanimously adopted:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees authorizes the Village Treasurer to
transfer the following budget line items:

RESOLUTION — Capital Project Amendment

was unanimously adopted:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees authorizes the Village Treasurer to amend
project #20042005-0043-1620 Village Hall Renovation and increase this project’s budget
