MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF

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The meeting was opened at 6:35 p.m. by motion of Trustee Barton and second by
Trustee Poorman.

WORK SESSION

(In attendance were Mayor and Trustees, Village Administrator, Police Chief,
Superintendent of Public Works and Special Counsel Terry O’Neil.)

The Board reviewed the agenda.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

At 6:40 p.m., on motion of Trustee Underhill and second by Trustee Barton, the Board
moved to executive session to discuss personnel issues in the Department of Public Works and
Police Department.

RESOLUTION — Termination of Employment — Joseph Ambrosino

On motion of Trustee Underhill, seconded by Trustee Barton, the following resolution
was unanimously approved (5-0):

BE IT RESOLVED, that, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of the
Department of Public Works and the Village Administrator, the Board of Trustees of
the Village of Bronxville hereby terminates the employment of Joseph Ambrosino for
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just cause, effective May 14, 2007, pursuant to Article XV of the collective bargaining
agreement between the Village of Bronxville and International Brotherhood of Teamsters,
Local 456, I B.T. (effective June 1, 2005 through May 31, 2008).

By motion of Trustee Poorman and second by Trustee Underhill the Board returned to
regular session at 8:00 p.m.

PRESENTATION OF AUDIT REPORT

Treasurer Fels noted that copies of the audit report for the fiscal year ending May 31, 2006
had been distributed to the Board of Trustees.

Susan Barossi, partner, and Alan Kassay, manager, of Bennett Kielson Storch DeSantis
Division of O’Connor Davies Munns & Dobbins, LLP presented an overview of the audit report.
Ms. Barossi touched upon how the audit report is broken out and went over the various sections
of the report. She said the Village ended its year in a healthy position — it came out positive in
revenues and very little variance in expenditures. Mr. Kassay pointed out that the Village
received an unqualified option, which is the highest rating that it can receive.

The regular meeting was recessed to go to a public hearing.

PUBLIC HEARING — CODE AMENDMENT RESOLUTION #1 - 2007

Mayor Marvin opened the public hearing to consider an Amendment to the Code of the
Village of Bronxville, Chapter 290, Vehicles and Traffic, to prohibit parking on Hemlock Road on
the south side, from the east curbline of Midland Avenue to a point 62 feet easterly therefrom,
and on the north side, from the east curbline of Midland Avenue to a point 62 feet easterly
therefrom.

Village Administrator Porr verified that due notice of the public hearing had been given by
posting and publication.

Mayor Marvin asked Police Chief Downey to give the background on the proposed Code
Amendment.

Chief Downey said that in the beginning of April he received a letter from a resident of
Hemlock Road concerning some safety concerns at the location in question. After looking at the
location, the Chief decided that there was a safety concern and he measured out the distance of 62
ft. to allow for vehicles turning off of Midland onto Hemlock Road. He said it is strictly a safety
issue. Chief Downey said he discussed the parking restrictions with the neighbors on Hemlock
Road and there were no objections.

The Mayor asked if anyone from the public wished to comment. There were none.
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The Mayor then asked if there were any Trustee comments. There were none.

Mayor Marvin closed the public hearing on the Code Amendment at 8:22 p.m. and
reopened the regular meeting.

CODE AMENDMENT RESOLUTION # 1 - 2007

On motion of Trustee Bellitto, seconded by Trustee Underhill, the following resolution
was unanimously approved (5-0):

BE IT RESOLVED the Board of Trustees adopts the following Amendment to the Code
of the Village of Bronxville, Chapter 290, Vehicles and Traffic, Section 290-28-A:

§ 290-28. Parking prohibited in designated locations.
Add the following subsection:
(6A) Hemlock Road.

(a)  On the south side, from the east curbline of Midland Avenue to a point 62
feet easterly therefrom.

(b)  On the north side, from the east curbline of Midland Avenue to a point 62
feet easterly therefrom.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this regulation shall become effective immediately
upon adoption by the Board of Trustees.

The regular meeting was recessed to go to a public hearing.

PUBLIC HEARING — PROPOSED LOCAL LAW NO. 3 - 2007

Mayor Marvin opened the public hearing on a proposed Local Law to revise the Zoning
Law of the Village of Bronxville by adding new Article X entitled, “Professional Consultation
Fees”, and to amend and recodify other affected provisions within the Zoning Law.

Village Administrator Porr verified that due notice of the public hearing had been given by
posting and publication.

Mayor Marvin asked Superintendent of Buildings Vincent Pici to give the genesis of the
proposed law.

Mr. Pici said it’s a reorganization of what we already have in the Code — it’s a little more
detailed in that it spells out what types of matters the consultants can be retained.
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Mayor Marvin asked if there were any public comments. There were none.
The Mayor then called for Trustee comments. There were none.

The public hearing on the proposed law was adjourned and the regular meeting was
reopened at 8:30 p.m.

RESOLUTION — Local Law No. 3 - 2007 — Professional Consultation Fees

On motion of Trustee Barton, seconded by Trustee Poorman, the following resolution was
unanimously approved (5-0):

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Bronxville hereby enacts
Local Law No. 3 - 2007 entitled “A Local Law to Revise the Zoning Law of the Village of
Bronxville, New York, by Adding New Article X Entitled, “Professional Consultation
Fees”, and to Amend and Recodify Other Affected Provisions Within the Zoning Law, a
copy of which is attached hereto as if fully set forth herein.

RESOLUTION — Schedule of Initial Deposits Required under Article X of the Zoning Code

On motion of Trustee Barton, seconded by Trustee Poorman, the following resolution was
unanimously adopted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Bronxville, New York (5-0):

WHEREAS, by resolution dated May 14, 2007, the Board of Trustees of the Village of
Bronxville (the “Village”) adopted Local Law No. 3 - 2007 and revised the Zoning Code of the
Village of Bronxville to include Article X entitled, “Professional Consultation Fees,” and

WHEREAS, Article X provides that applicants seeking approval under the Zoning Code
from the Board of Trustees, the Planning Board (including the Design Review Committee) and/or
the Zoning Board of Appeals, shall deposit with the Village Treasurer a sum of money to be used
to reimburse the Village for the professional services retained by said Board(s), and that the
amount of initial deposit required shall be set forth in a schedule of deposits established by the
Village Board, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees has received recommendations from the Village
Engineer as to the initial deposits, and such recommendations are based on the average costs for
similar applications,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of the Village of
Bronxville that the following schedule shall be used when calculating the initial deposit required
under Article X of the Zoning Code:
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Schedule of Initial Deposits Required under Article X of the Zoning Code

For subdivisions and residential site plan applications:

Number of Dwelling Units or Lots Initial Deposit Amount
1to4 $ 5,000.00
5to 25 $25,000.00
25 or more $25,000.00 + $1,000.00 per unit

For non-residential site plan applications:

Up to and including 2,500 square feet $ 5,000.00
More than 25,000 square feet $5,000.00 + $2 per square foot
For wireless communication facilities: $ 5,000.00

Other applications to the Village Board, Planning Board,

Design Review Committee and/or Zoning Board where the
Superintendent of Buildings or Village Engineer determines

that professional consultation services will be required: $2,500.00

The regular meeting was recessed to go to a public hearing.

PUBLIC HEARING — PROPOSED LOCAL LAW NO. -2007

Mayor Marvin opened the public hearing on a proposed Local Law to revise the Streets
and Sidewalks Law of the Village of Bronxville, Chapter 260, by revising Article IV, which
concerns sidewalk maintenance and repair, and to amend and recodify other affected provisions
within Chapter 260.

Village Administrator Porr verified that due notice of the public hearing had been given by
posting and publication.

Mayor Marvin asked Superintendent of Public Works Rocco Circosta to elaborate on the
proposed law.

Mr. Circosta explained that in reviewing the sidewalk maintenance ordinances it came to
our attention that all sidewalks were not covered in the Village Code. He said the proposed law
covers all public sidewalks in the Village and requires the property owners to keep all sidewalks
on, abutting or adjoining the property in good and safe repair, free of defective conditions.

Mr. Circosta said he received a letter from Mr. Thomas Wolff, a resident, this afternoon
with his comments on the proposed law.

Mayor Marvin asked if anyone from the public wished to comment on the proposed law.
There were no other public comments.

The Mayor then called for Trustee comments.

Trustee Barton had a question on item C. on page 2, requiring the property owner, within
five days from the service of such notice of defect, to repair or replace such sidewalk. He said
five days seems like a pretty short period of time.

Mr. Circosta said there is no stipulation of time in the present ordinance. He said,
depending when that notice goes out, in many communities it’s ten days. Mr. Circosta said the
owner has to call his office to discuss the options they will take. He said in the past we have
delivered ten day notices — the five days is a little tight. He said we normally contact the property
owner about a defective sidewalk and follow it up with the notice so we have it on file.

Mayor Marvin said that we will fix some of the procedural items in the proposed law and
bring it back in June. The Mayor adjourned the public hearing on the proposed law at 8:35 p.m.

MAYOR'S REPORT

Mayor Marvin reported that it has been another event filled month. Much of her time in
the past few weeks has been spent dealing with flood related issues. She was pleased to report
that residents, small businesses, the School and even the Village are now all eligible for some level
of financial relief. The Village can apply for funds to cover overtime by the Police and Public
Works, damage to roads and the extra costs associated with hauling away debris.

The Mayor said that Mr. Circosta and officials from the School attended a briefing by
FEMA on Thursday to explain the process for reimbursement for damages. We also understand
that federal monies may be available for remediation projects including drainage improvement.

Mayor Marvin said that now that we have done what we can to secure monies for the
damages caused by the flood, the next issue is where do we go from here to prevent this level of
flooding from happening again? She said we have been advocating with all our elected officials
on the federal, state and county levels to focus on solving the overarching problem which is the
condition of the Bronx River. As the final catch basin for the Village, without remedial work, be
it dredging, gates, berms, the main cause of the problem will continue. In the interim, we need to
find more immediate solutions to help the School and our neighborhoods experiencing chronic
flooding — Garden Avenue, North Road, Alder, Dusenberry, Field Court, Bolton Gardens and
most especially the residents on Parkway Road, DeWitt and Paxton Avenue adjacent to the Bronx
River.

Mayor Marvin said that tomorrow night she and Deputy Mayor Bellitto are meeting with
School Board President John Priesing and members Susan Machtiger and Rick Rugani with
Folchetti Associates, the author of one of the most recent drainage reports done for the Village in
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2000. She said our goal is to get educated on what the possible solutions are and how they have
been changed/modified in the seven years since the initial report. On Wednesday the Mayor,
Mr. Priesing and Mr. Porr are meeting in Assemblywoman Paulin’s office with other town and
village representatives and the Corps of Engineers and officials from the County to discuss what
we can do together to alleviate the flooding.

Mayor Marvin stated that in early June, County Executive Spano has called a summit of all
communities for the sole purpose of discussing the flooding issue and Congresswoman Lowey has
added a member item for additional flood relief for Westchester County to a recent appropriations
bill. She said the Trustees also decided tonight to waive all building department fees in relation to
reconstruction due to flood damage. If residents have already paid certain fees, they will be
refunded.

Mayor Marvin reported that as a direct result of the flooding the Cabin Committee has
decided to extend their deliberation time to discuss the development alternatives for the property.
The site 1s in a flood plain and must meet very specific new requirements of development
mandated by the State. She said she very much appreciates the hard work of this committee
chaired by former mayor Sheila Stein and totally agrees with their deliberative approach.

Mayor Marvin thanked all the residents who handled this entire event with such patience
and good will toward their neighbors. The Mayor walked all the neighborhoods and everyone
tried to put their losses in perspective and move forward. She said this event really demonstrated
the strength of our community.

Mayor Marvin reported that the office staff moved back into Village Hall on Thursday and
Friday with a really seamless transition. The building is modern, up to code and truly beautiful.
Due to the busy schedule of the spring and then summer vacations, Mayor Marvin said we
decided to hold our open house as one of the first events as everyone comes back in September.
She said we are all very proud of this project.

Reporting on the continuation of our assessment project, Mayor Marvin said many
homeowners who did not receive the reduction they desired from the Board of Assessment
Review filed for the Small Claims Assessment Review, the final step in the process. Final
applications were only due last week so no decisions have been rendered. She said we did have a
wrap-up meeting with John Wolham from the New York State Office of Real Property Services
to review our work and he was very pleased with the results and very supportive. He will be a
speaker at our public meeting on May 21* when we will review the revaluation process and most
importantly how to keep the roll equitable going forward. Also speaking will be our tax attorney
David Wilkes, our assessing consultant Gerry lagallo, and Genie Flynn, the project director from
Cole, Layer, Trumble. It will be held in the Yeager Room on May 21 from 7:00 to 9:00 p.m.

Mayor Marvin said many citizens have asked for an update on our complaint filed with the
State due to the unauthorized release of our Village tax information to private individuals. She
said she received notice last week that it is still ongoing in the Attorney General’s office.
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Mayor Marvin thanked all three of our garden clubs — the Working Gardeners, Boulder
Ledge and Bronxville Beautification Committee — for all their work around the Village, and
Bicentennial Park in particular, in the past few weeks. She also thanked the Boy Scouts who
participated and helped with a cleanup around the train station.

Mayor Marvin reported that she and Trustee Bellitto had another very productive meeting
with members of the Citizens Advisory Committee. Mr. Circosta came to give an overview of the
workings of the DPW. She said the group has been invaluable to the Village, serving as our eyes
and ears in the neighborhoods, and they have brought many things to our attention.

In closing, the Mayor reported on some the community events she attended since the April
meeting.

TRUSTEE REPORTS

Deputy Mayor Bellitto reported that we had our first meeting of the labor/management
committee with the police. He said that overall he thought the meeting was a success. He said
the police came with specific things they would like to see changed. They agreed to meet every
quarter. Trustee Bellitto said that during the past two weeks he also met with each of the police
officers. He said that getting the police force up to full staffing is a priority. Trustee Bellitto
announced that the PBA will be holding their annual dinner dance on May 25™ and encouraged
residents to show their support for the police by attending.

With the final meeting being held next Monday night on the tax reassessment, Deputy
Mayor Bellitto thanked Mayor Marvin for leading us through the reassessment process, and
mentioned three outstanding qualities of the mayor that have been indispensable.

Trustee Poorman reported that the Library has just completed celebrating its centennial
year. She said our Library has seen an increase in circulation during the last year and it continues
to be a well used and popular place to visit.

Trustee Poorman announced that the Chamber of Commerce will be holding their Spring
Sidewalk Sale on Saturday, June 9. On Friday evening, June 8", there will be a band concert on
the front lawn of the School. The Chamber sponsors the Farmers Market which will open on
Saturday June 2™. Trustee Poorman reported that all the Trustees met with the Chamber
members at their annual breakfast meeting on April 25", She said the new Executive Director,
Michele MacMillan, is doing a wonderful job.

On the School front, Trustee Poorman reported that the School did a good job, while it
was closed due to the flooding, in keeping the affected families informed on a daily basis. On the
Village side, she said she would love to see that as a template to communicate with Village
residents.
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Reporting on the parking committee, Trustee Poorman said they are looking forward to
the release of the Spencer Consulting report which is due imminently.

Trustee Underhill extended thanks to the Library, on behalf of the Village Board, for the
use of the Library for the last year and a half.

Trustee Barton noted that he has completed his first year of service on the Board and said
he found it to be a satisfying experience. He thanked Sheryl Donner who has taken the
momentum as Chair of the Cable Committee.

Trustee Barton reported that after a resident notified him that the Sagamore play park is in
pretty bad shape, he got on the phone with Village Hall suggesting that we upgrade it. He said
that within an hour he was able to get back to the citizen that we were on top of the situation.

Trustee Barton said that as liaison to the Department of Public Works he would be
attending the meeting the next day with School officials on addressing the flooding problem.

As liaison to the Eastchester Fire Department, Trustee Barton said he has attended fire
district meetings. He said there’s never a Bronxville citizen in the audience. He encouraged
residents to take an interest in the Fire District, as the budget for the Fire Department has
increased 46% over the past five years. He said the Fire Department does a great job and he
heard nothing but compliments about them after the recent flooding.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

On motion of Trustee Poorman, seconded by Trustee Barton, the Board approved the
minutes of the Public Hearing of April 9, the Annual Meeting and Regular Meeting of April 9, and
the Special Meeting of April 25, 2007, as drafted.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Department reports were presented by Chief of Police Downey, Superintendent of
Buildings Pici, Superintendent of Public Works Circosta, Village Treasurer Fels, Parking
Commissioner Murphy, and Village Administrator Porr.

RESOLUTION — To promote Stephen Gallo to the position of Sergeant in the Village of
Bronxville Police Department

On motion of Trustee Underhill, seconded by Trustee Bellitto, the following resolution
was unanimously approved:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees does hereby promote Detective Stephen
Gallo to the position of Police Sergeant from Westchester County Civil Service list #77-
650 at a salary of $93,830, effective May 21, 2007.
